Decision whether or not to launch will be made at the ramp – after taking into consideration the weather conditions

Recommended Cruising Practices:
 Check weather forecast for trip duration
 Boat and gear checked prior to date – not at ramp
 Arrive at ramp in time to be on water by 10.00 am
 Prepare and rig boat for launching in car park – not on ramp  (lights, tiedowns, bowline & gear on board)
 Be prepared with sun block, hat, warm clothing and a change plus a towel
 Endeavour to keep together (for safety).  Boat in front  keeps lookout for boat behind
 If straggling then catch up under motor
 If without radio, be aware of change of plans/destination (observe leader)
 If individual trouble or need to return – inform someone of intentions
 Launching and retrieving – assist others and be assisted
 If new to sailing on boat, inform someone more experienced so that you can be accompanied closely (we have all been there!)

NOTE: When sailing all persons aboard a TS16 must wear a PFD Type 1 or Type 2.
